3 Description

EXVENT is an encapsulated shaded-pole motor
offering a variety of possible applications. It has an
integrated temperature limiter which separates the
motor from the mains in case of external heating-up
or blockage for Ex-protection reasons. This
temperature limiter may only be factory repaired.

For operational reliability reasons the motor may only
be operated in conditions such as to exclude that the
response temperature of the limiter is exceeded.

Options include an integrated failure alarm contact
which allows to trigger a signal or the premature shut-
off if there is any risk of excessive temperatures
(incident). The failure alarm system if connected in
series may also be used to avoid any maloperation.

Caution: Motor then switches within the hysteresis.
Remove the cause of the fault!
